URBAN smARTS ARTS in EDUCATION COLLABORATION





SAMPLE AGREEMENT BETWEEN





THE SAN ANTONIO INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT





AND





THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO





This Agreement ("Agreement") is entered into this [date] by and between the San Antonio Independent School District, (SAISD), a public school district organized and existing under the laws of the State of Texas, hereinafter called "DISTRICT", and the City of San Antonio, a consultant, hereinafter referred to as "Consultant".





PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:


This Agreement sets out the terms and conditions in which the San antonio Department of Community Initiatives (SADCI) and the San antonio Department of Arts and Cultural Affairs (SADACA) representatives for the City of San Antonio, will provide a full range of services to SAISD for implementation of the Urban smARTS program. Said services will comprise of professional artist services, art supplies, field trips and case management.





WITNESSETH THAT:


WHEREAS DISTRICT wishes to secure services of CONSULTANT for implementation of the urban smARTS program in SAISD schools, and CONSULTANT represents that CONSULTANT is qualified to provide such services and is willing to undertake same on a cost reimbursement basis. NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows:





ARTICLE I


DUTIES OF THE CONSULTANT





1. CONSULTANT will provide three professional artists to present art instruction to students enrolled in the program for [x] weeks. A total of [x] hours a week will be provided by said professional artists. [x] hours will be provided for preparation and instruction, [x] hours will be provided for planning of activities and meetings with caseworkers and teacher liaison.


2. CONSULTANT will pay artists for a total of [x] hours of training.


3. CONSULTANT will provide art supplies necessary to teach art workshops.


4. CONSULTANT will provide entry fees for scheduled field trips in program.


5. CONSULTANT will provide case management for each of the students enrolled in the program.





Duties of Collaborating Parties:





The Department of Community Initiatives will:


1. provide social workers for case management of at-risk middle school students enrolled in the Urban smARTS program. Case management includes intake and assessment for each child and follow-up with their families.


2. provide case management staff support to artists and teachers as needed.


3. partner with DACA to provide fiscal administration of existing budgets.





The Department of Arts and Cultural Affairs will:


1. identify, assign, contract and supervise professional artists in the program.


2. develop ongoing art in education curriculum.


3. engage youth in daily art activities.


4. plan and prepare exhibits and performances.


5. research and recommend arts field trips.


6. participate in case staffing.


7. provide staff to support and coordinate the program.


8. maintain communication between collaborators in the program.


9. prepare and submit status reports to funding sources.


10. order art supplies.


11. coordinate field trips, exhibits, and in-service training


12. recruit and train program volunteers





The San Antonio Independent School District will:


1. identify a teacher or school counselor to act as the school's liaison for the program


2. identify available facilities for the program at each participating school.


3. identify and refer at-risk youth who meet specified criteria:


* middle school youth - sixth graders


* at-risk of engaging in drug/gang activity


* at-risk of dropping out of school


* living at or below poverty level


* committed a status offense, class "c" misdemeanor, or ordinance violation


4. teacher liaison will maintain attendance, behavioral and academic data for program evaluation


5. teacher liaison will coordinate transportation and nutrition components of the program


6. teacher liaison will administer the school's budget for the program


7. teacher liaison will process disciplinary problems


8. teacher liaison will participate in case staffing





ARTICLE II


DUTIES OF THE DISTRICT





1. DISTRICT will provide a teacher liaison to coordinate on site administrative responsibilities.


2. DISTRICT will provide transportation costs home for students in the program and transportation for field trips.


3. DISTRICT will provide some supplies for program.


4. DISTRICT will provide nutritional component.


5. DISTRICT will provide facilities, janitorial assistance, and cooling and heating for the facilities where classes take place.





ARTICLE III


CONSIDERATION

BUDGET
