March 17

2.  Visit Berg-Swann auditorium, the site of our June 16th screening of our PSA documentary. Have students visualize a crowded auditorium watching our work.


3.  View Brian Montgomeryís chase scene starring Julia and myself. Discuss Brianís inadvertent crossing of the axis.


4.  Break into groups and shoot chase scenes.  Time: 30 minutes


5.  View chase scenes.


6.  Video sKills pre-test.


7.  Hand out Northwest Film Center schedules.
